Biblical Passages That Refer to God’s Fulfilling the Abrahamic Promises

The Greatness of Israel and the Eternal Blessing of Abraham and Others in the World are Found in
Their Obedience of Faith to God

Genesis 12:1-9

12:1 Now Yahweh said to Abram,

“Go forth from your country,

And from your relatives

And from your father’s house,

To the land (y787~58) which | will show you;
12:2 And | will make you a great nation (2973 *15 q7yx1),

And | will bless you (727281),

And make your name great (FU [2TIN);

And so you shall be a blessing (7272 271);
12:3 And | will bless those who bless you,

And the one who curses you | will curse.

And in you all the families of the earth will be blessed (TT87 nfAswn 55 92 197237).”
12:4 So Abram went forth as Yahweh had spoken to him; and Lot went with him. Now Abram was
seventy-five years old when he departed from Haran.
12:5 Abram took Sarai his wife and Lot his nephew, and all their possessions which they had
accumulated, and the persons which they had acquired in Haran, and they set out for the land of
Canaan; thus they came to the land of Canaan (j¥32 n37R).
12:6 Abram passed through the land as far as the site of Shechem, to the oak of Moreh. Now the
Canaanite was then in the land.
12:7 Yahweh appeared (X771) to Abram and said, “To your descendants | will give this land
(DN377 7IRTTON 1AR F¥719).” So he built an altar there to Yahweh who had appeared (mx737) to him.
12:8 Then he proceeded from there to the mountain on the east of Bethel, and pitched his tent, with
Bethel on the west and Ai on the east; and there he built an altar to Yahweh and called upon the
name of Yahweh.
12:9 Abram journeyed on, continuing toward the Negev.

Genesis 13:8-17
13:8 So Abram said to Lot, “Please let there be no strife between you and me, nor between my
herdsmen and your herdsmen, for we are brothers.
13:9 “Is not the whole land before you? Please separate from me; if to the left, then | will go to the
right; or if to the right, then | will go to the left.”
13:10 Lot lifted up his eyes and saw all the valley of the Jordan, that it was well watered everywhere
— this was before Yahweh destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah — like the garden of Yahweh, like the
land of Egypt as you go to Zoar.
13:11 So Lot chose for himself all the valley of the Jordan, and Lot journeyed eastward. Thus they
separated from each other.
13:12 Abram settled in the land of Canaan (j231277782 2¢7), while Lot settled in the cities of the valley,
and moved his tents as far as Sodom.
13:13 Now the men of Sodom were wicked exceedingly and sinners against Yahweh.
13:14 Yahweh said to Abram, after Lot had separated from him, “Now lift up your eyes and look from
the place where you are, northward and southward and eastward and westward;
13:15 for all the land (y%7~>27nN) which you see, | will give it to you (73308 %) and to your
descendants forever (2521~ 7u71%7).
13:16 “I will make your descendants (7y71 1)) as the dust of the earth, so that if anyone can number
the dust of the earth, then your descendants (771723) can also be numbered.
13:17 “Arise, walk about the land (y77%2) through its length and breadth; for | will give it to you (23
17 2)
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13:18 Then Abram moved his tent and came and dwelt by the oaks of Mamre, which are in Hebron,
and there he built an altar to Yahweh.

Genesis 15:1-21

15:1 After these things the word of Yahweh came to Abram in a vision, saying,

“Do not fear, Abram,

| am a shield to you;

Your reward shall be very great (&7 277 772%).”
15:2 Abram said, “Adonai Yahweh, what will You give me, since | am childless, and the heir of my
house ("n"2 pE»7127 = the son of possession of my house) is Eliezer (=my God is help) of
Damascus?”
15:3 And Abram said, “Since You have given no offspring to me (v 1103 X5 % 1), one born in my
house is my heir ("R @71 "n°2712 = the son of my house is the one who inherits me).”
15:4 Then behold, the word of Yahweh came to him, saying, “This man will not be your heir (&7 =
the one who inherits you); but one who will come forth from your own body, he shall be your heir
(12777).”
15:5 And He took him outside and said, “Now look toward the heavens, and count the stars, if you are
able to count them.” And He said to him, “So shall your descendants be (¥ 177" 12).”
15:6 Then he believed in Yahweh; and He reckoned it to him as righteousness.
15:7 And He said to him, “l am Yahweh who brought you out of Ur of the Chaldeans, to give you this
land to possess it (AZT% NI PIRTTON T NnR).”
15:8 He said, “Adonai Yahweh, how may | know that | will possess it (73 7"8)?”
15:9 So He said to him, “Bring Me (3 m72) a three year old heifer, and a three year old female goat,
and a three year old ram, and a turtledove, and a young pigeon.”
15:10 Then he brought (i?‘ﬂg{]) all these to Him and cut them in two, and laid each half opposite the
other; but he did not cut the birds.
15:11 The birds of prey came down upon the carcasses, and Abram drove them away.
15:12 Now when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and behold, terror and great
darkness fell upon him.
15:13 God said to Abram, “Know for certain that your descendants (7u71) will be strangers in a land
that is not theirs, where they will be enslaved and oppressed four hundred years.
15:14 “But | will also judge the nation whom they will serve, and afterward they will come out with
many possessions.
15:15 “As for you, you shall go to your fathers in peace; you will be buried at a good old age.
15:16 “Then in the fourth generation they will return here (737 12%7), for the iniquity of the Amorite is
not yet complete.”
15:17 1t came about when the sun had set, that it was very dark, and behold, there appeared a
smoking oven and a flaming torch which passed between these pieces.
15:18 On that day Yahweh made a covenant with Abram (f7°72 2728708 7177 N712), saying,

“To your descendants | have given this land (ANfTT yRT~ 0N "A03 Fu19),

From the river of Egypt as far as the great river, the river Euphrates:
15:19 the Kenite and the Kenizzite and the Kadmonite
15:20 and the Hittite and the Perizzite and the Rephaim
15:21 and the Amorite and the Canaanite and the Girgashite and the Jebusite.”

Genesis 17:1-22

17:1 Now when Abram was ninety-nine years old, Yahweh appeared (X377 to Abram and said to him,
“I am God Almighty (12 SX~8);
Walk before Me, and be blameless.

17:2 “l will establish My covenant between Me and you (73727 "372...711087),
And | will multiply you exceedingly (&7 T2 T8 72787).”

17:3 Abram on his face, and God talked with him, saying,

17:4 “As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you (7aR),
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And you will be the father of a multitude of nations (273 117 287).
17:5 “No longer shall your name be called Abram (272R),

But your name shall be Abraham (2772R);

For | have made you the father of a multitude of nations (2%ia 71 28%).
17:6 “I will make you exceedingly fruitful (7% T&n2 F0R *n79m7), and | will make nations of you
(27115 7°nn37), and kings will come forth from you (W37 F0m ©°25%7m1).
17:7 “I will establish My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after you throughout
their generations for an everlasting covenant
(@%y nm12% aph TN quT 1"21 9321 "33 027NN nPpI), to be God to you and to your
descendants after you (™8 755 £vioR5 S i),
17:8 “I will give (*AN37) to you and to your descendants after you (718 Fy151 77), the land of your
sojournings, all the land of Canaan (jzi3 778-53), for an everlasting possession (2%iy mmx?); and |
will be their God (2°7i%x% an% *nmm).”
17:9 God said further to Abraham, “Now as for you, you shall keep (7/2%/5) My covenant, you and
your descendants after you throughout their generations (Dpﬁ"f%).
17:10 “This is My covenant, which you shall keep (172 1), between Me and you and your
descendants after you: every male among you shall be circumcised.
17:11 “And you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskin, and it shall be the sign of the
covenant between Me and you.
17:12 “And every male among you who is eight days old shall be circumcised throughout your
generations, a servant who is born in the house or who is bought with money from any foreigner, who
is not of your descendants.
17:13 “A servant who is born in your house or who is bought with your money shall surely be
circumcised; thus shall My covenant be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant (nf;w n’j;‘?).
17:14 “But an uncircumcised male who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall
be cut off from his people; he has broken (7277) My covenant.”
17:15 Then God said to Abraham, “As for Sarai (%) your wife, you shall not call her name Sarai, but
Sarah (73%) shall be her name.
17:16 “I will bless her (7% *n5721), and indeed | will give you a son by her (12 757 M0 *nn3 o).
Then | will bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations (2%11%); kings of peoples will come from her
(v g DRy p%n).”
17:17 Then Abraham fell on his face and laughed (P173%1), and said in his heart, “Will a child be born
to a man one hundred years old? And will Sarah, who is ninety years old, bear a child?”
17:18 And Abraham said to God, “Oh that Ishmael might live before You (77327 )l
17:19 But God said, “No, but Sarah your wife will bear you a son, and you shall call his name Isaac
(Pr37); and | will establish My covenant with him for an everlasting covenant for his descendants after
him (7 1715 02 0725 P8 p2Ta nbpd).
17:20 “As for Ishmael, | have heard you; behold, | will bless him (in& "n272 1 737), and will make him
fruitful (iR "n*72m7) and will multiply him exceedingly (&7 822 08 *n°27717). He shall become the
father of twelve princes (7"%1* oxiv3 “ir273%), and | will make him a great nation (2173 *13% 1°AN23).
17:21 “But My covenant | will establish with Isaac (Pr3*~ns 0°pR *n"727081), whom Sarah will bear to
you at this season next year.”
17:22 When He finished talking with him, God went up from Abraham.

Genesis 18:16-19
18:16 Then the men rose up from there, and looked down toward Sodom; and Abraham was walking
with them to send them off.
18:17 Yahweh said, “Shall | hide from Abraham what | am about to do,
18:18 since Abraham will surely become a great and mighty nation (213y1 5973 *i15 777 97), and in
him all the nations of the earth will be blessed (787 *ia 55 3 19723)?
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18:19 “For | have chosen him, so that he may command his children and his household after him
(TN 3r2TONY TI2TON MIST PN JUnY) to keep the way of Yahweh (77377 777 19m%1) by doing
righteousness and justice (22w 1273 NivL?), so that Yahweh may bring upon Abraham what He
has spoken about him (75 =277y Nx 2772850 3 82T wRb).

Genesis 22:15-19
22:15 Then the angel of Yahweh called to Abraham a second time from heaven,
22:16 and said, “By Myself | have sworn (*ny2%1), declares Yahweh, because you have done this

thing (77 277708 Drvy s (7 *3) and have not withheld your son, your only son,

22:17 indeed | will greatly bless you (2728 7727°3), and | will greatly multiply your seed
(7yr~ny 7278 73771) as the stars of the heavens and as the sand which is on the seashore; and
your seed shall possess the gate of their enemies (17218 7@ Ny 71 @77).

22:18 “And in your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed (787 =2 5 Fy713 1272077),
because you have obeyed My voice (*522 nypy s 2p5).”

22:19 So Abraham returned to his young men, and they arose and went together to Beersheba; and
Abraham lived at Beersheba.

Genesis 26:1-5
26:1 Now there was a famine in the land, besides the previous famine that had occurred in the days
of Abraham. So Isaac went to Gerar, to Abimelech king of the Philistines.
26:2 And Yahweh appeared (X771) to him and said, “Do not go down to Egypt; stay in the land of

which | shall tell you.

26:3 “Sojourn (71) in this land and | will be with you and bless you (727281 72 1778), for to you and

to your descendants | will give all these lands (587 n¥8A~52708 1A% FuN1 797°2), and | will
establish (*ni2pi17) the oath which | swore to your father Abraham.

26:4 “And | will multiply your descendants (y1n% "n°2717) as the stars of heaven, and will give
your descendants (7¥1% "nn27) all these lands (587 n¥87~52 18); and in your descendants all the
nations of the earth shall be blessed (787 *wi1 52 FyT12 19720mM);

26:5 because (2p¥) Abraham obeyed Me and kept (1faw*1) My charge, My commandments, My
statutes and My laws (*07in1).”

Genesis 28:1-4

28:1 So Isaac called Jacob and blessed him (inX 97371) and charged him, and said to him, “You shall

not take a wife from the daughters of Canaan.
28:2 “Arise, go to Paddan-aram, to the house of Bethuel your mother’s father; and from there take to
yourself a wife from the daughters of Laban your mother’s brother.
28:3 “May God Almighty bless you (0% 5727) and make you fruitful (372°7) and multiply you (5277),
that you may become a company of peoples (22 ‘7;[;‘?).

28:4 “And may He give you the blessing of Abraham (2728 n272-n% F57107), to you and to your
descendants with you (7o 7v7197 75), that you may possess the land of your sojournings

(T 78RN 02 5), which God gave to Abraham (277287 27758 1037 wN).”

Genesis 28:10-17
28:10 Then Jacob departed from Beersheba and went toward Haran.
28:11 He came to a certain place and spent the night there, because the sun had set; and he took
one of the stones of the place and put it under his head, and lay down in that place.

28:12 He had a dream, and behold, a ladder was set on the earth with its top reaching to heaven; and

behold, the angels of God (D’ﬁ‘?;g ’pg{?rg) were ascending and descending on it.

28:13 And behold, Yahweh stood above it and said, “l am Yahweh, the God of your father Abraham
and the God of Isaac; the land on which you lie (7°5y 258 Hax =gy 778:7), | will give it to you and to
your descendants
(N7 s 77)-
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28:14 “Your descendants will also be like the dust of the earth, and you will spread out to the west
and to the east and to the north and to the south; and in you and in your descendants shall all the
families of the earth be blessed (7y71271 MRIRT NARYN™72 72 127217).

28:15 “Behold, | am with you and will keep you (7°n712%7) wherever you go, and will bring you back to
this land; for | will not leave you until | have done what | have promised you.”

28:16 Then Jacob awoke from his sleep and said, “Surely Yahweh is in this place, and | did not know
it.”

28:17 He was afraid and said, “How awesome is this place! This is none other than the house of God,
and this is the gate of heaven.”

Genesis 32:24-30
32:24 Then Jacob was left alone, and a man (&°X) wrestled with him until daybreak.
32:25 When he saw that he had not prevailed against him, he touched the socket of his thigh; so the
socket of Jacob’s thigh was dislocated while he wrestled with him.
32:26 Then he said, “Let me go, for the dawn is breaking.” But he said, “I will not let you go unless
you bless me ("192727ax *3).”
32:27 So he said to him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Jacob.”
32:28 He said, “Your name shall no longer be Jacob, but Israel (55;35;771& °2); for you have striven
with God and with men (2'zaxay1 oo ay 0" ~"2) and have prevailed (5231).”
32:29 Then Jacob asked him and said, “Please tell me your name.” But he said, “Why is it that you
ask my name?” And he blessed him there (o iR 97271).
32:30 So Jacob named the place Peniel, for he said, “| have seen God face to face
(2732758 o3 BI58 "nRT7D), yet my life has been preserved.”

Genesis 35:9-15
35:9 Then God appeared (D’;f%gs X7) to Jacob again when he came from Paddan-aram, and He
blessed him (ink 772").
35:10 God said to him,
“Your name is Jacob;
You shall no longer be called Jacob,
But Israel (‘7§§jé;7‘ax *2) shall be your name.”
Thus He called him Israel (58727).
35:11 God also said to him,
“l am God Almighty;
Be fruitful and multiply (71271 71712);
A nation and a company of nations shall come from you (Fm 1777 @242 51 "),
And kings shall come forth from you.
35:12 “The land (y7%771N7) which | gave to Abraham and Isaac (P37 o1ans *nng wy),
| will give it to you (T330% 79),
And | will give the land to your descendants after you (787778 108 778 7u7157).
35:13 Then God went up from him in the place where He had spoken with him.
35:14 Jacob set up a pillar in the place where He had spoken with him, a pillar of stone, and he
poured out a drink offering on it; he also poured oil on it.
35:15 So Jacob named the place where God had spoken with him, Bethel (581°2).

Genesis 46:1-4
46:1 So Israel set out with all that he had, and came to Beersheba, and offered sacrifices to the God
of his father Isaac.
46:2 God spoke to Israel in visions of the night and said, “Jacob, Jacob.” And he said, “Here | am.”
46:3 He said, “l am God, the God of your father; do not be afraid to go down to Egypt, for | will make
you a great nation there (g m 78 5171 *11573).
46:4 “1 will go down with you to Egypt, and | will also surely bring you up again; and Joseph will close
your eyes.”
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Genesis 50:22-26
50:22 Now Joseph stayed in Egypt, he and his father’'s household, and Joseph lived one hundred
and ten years.
50:23 Joseph saw the third generation of Ephraim’s sons; also the sons of Machir, the son of
Manasseh, were born on Joseph’s knees.
50:24 Joseph said to his brothers, “I am about to die, but God will surely take care of you and bring
you up from this land to the land (y=%7775%) which He promised on oath to Abraham, to Isaac and to
Jacob (301771 PR3 77287 vaws ).
50:25 Then Joseph made the sons of Israel swear, saying, “God will surely take care of you, and you
shall carry my bones up from here.”
50:26 So Joseph died at the age of one hundred and ten years; and he was embalmed and placed in
a coffin in Egypt.

Exodus 3:1-12
3:1 Now Moses was pasturing the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian; and he led
the flock to the west side of the wilderness and came to Horeb, the mountain of God.
3:2 The angel of Yahweh appeared to him in a blazing fire (8 n2%2 o8 T T85m 8771) from the
midst of a bush; and he looked, and behold, the bush was burning with fire, yet the bush was not
consumed.
3:3 So Moses said, “| must turn aside now and see this marvelous sight, why the bush is not burned
up.”
3:4 When Yahweh saw that he turned aside to look, God called to him from the midst of the bush and
said, “Moses, Moses!” And he said, “Here | am.”
3:5 Then He said, “Do not come near here; remove your sandals from your feet, for the place on
which you are standing is holy ground.”
3:6 He said also, “l am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of
Jacob.” Then Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.
3:7 Yahweh said, “| have surely seen (*n"}7 11&7) the affliction of My people who are in Egypt, and
have given heed to their cry because of their taskmasters, for | am aware of their sufferings.”
3:8 “So | have come down to deliver them from the power of the Egyptians, and to bring them up
(irf5zm%7) from that land to a good and spacious land (72777 1212 78758), to a land flowing with milk
and honey, to the place of the Canaanite and the Hittite and the Amorite and the Perizzite and the
Hivite and the Jebusite.
3:9 “Now, behold, the cry of the sons of Israel has come to Me; furthermore, | have seen the
oppression with which the Egyptians are oppressing them.
3:10 “Therefore, come now, and | will send you to Pharaoh, so that you may bring My people, the
sons of Israel, out of Egypt.”
3:11 But Moses said to God, “Who am I, that | should go to Pharaoh, and that | should bring the sons
of Israel out of Egypt?”
3:12 And He said, “Certainly | will be with you, and this shall be the sign to you that it is | who have
sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall worship God at this mountain.”

Exodus 6:1-9
6:1 Then Yahweh said to Moses, “Now you shall see what | will do to Pharaoh; for under compulsion
he will let them go, and under compulsion he will drive them out of his land.”
6:2 God spoke further to Moses and said to him, “I am Yahweh,;
6:3 and | appeared (xﬁm) to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, as God Almighty, but by My name, Yahweh,
| did not make Myself known to them.
6:4 “| also established My covenant with them (2mx *n™127n% “ndpm), to give them the land of
Canaan (ju32 78708 275 nn?), the land in which they sojourned.
6:5 “Furthermore | have heard the groaning of the sons of Israel, because the Egyptians are holding
them in bondage, and | have remembered My covenant.
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6:6 “Say, therefore, to the sons of Israel, ‘1 am Yahweh, and | will bring you out from under the
burdens of the Egyptians, and | will deliver you from their bondage. | will also redeem you with an
outstretched arm and with great judgments. o ‘

6:7 ‘Then | will take you for My people (227 *7), and | will be your God (2779X8% 225 *n°77); and you
shall know that | am Yahweh your God, who brought you out from under the burdens of the
Egyptians.

6:8 ‘I will bring you to the land (y87~5% Bony *nxam1) which | swore to give (nn% *9 0N NN W)
to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and | will give it to you for a possession (771 835 AnR *An31); 1 am
Yahweh.”

6:9 So Moses spoke thus to the sons of Israel, but they did not listen to Moses on account of their
despondency and cruel bondage.

Exodus 32:1-14
32:1 Now when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down from the mountain, the people
assembled about Aaron and said to him, “Come, make us a god who will go before us; as for this
Moses, the man who brought us up from the land of Egypt, we do not know what has become of him.”
32:2 Aaron said to them, “Tear off the gold rings which are in the ears of your wives, your sons, and
your daughters, and bring them to me.”
32:3 Then all the people tore off the gold rings which were in their ears and brought them to Aaron.
32:4 He took this from their hand, and fashioned it with a graving tool and made it into a molten calf;
and they said, “This is your god, O Israel (7X7%), who brought you up from the land of Egypt.”
32:5 Now when Aaron saw this, he built an altar before it; and Aaron made a proclamation and said,
“Tomorrow shall be a feast to Yahweh.”
32:6 So the next day they rose early and offered burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; and the
people sat down to eat and to drink, and rose up to play.
32:7 Then Yahweh spoke to Moses, “Go down at once, for your people, whom you brought up from
the land of Egypt, have corrupted themselves.
32:8 “They have quickly turned aside from the way which | commanded them. They have made for
themselves a molten calf, and have worshiped it and have sacrificed to it and said, ‘This is your god,
O Israel, who brought you up from the land of Egypt!”
32:9 Yahweh said to Moses, “l have seen this people, and behold, they are an obstinate people.
32:10 “Now then let Me alone, that My anger may burn against them and that | may destroy them;
and | will make of you a great nation (5§71 "12% TN Az yRT).”
32:11 Then Moses entreated Yahweh his God, and said, “Yahweh, why does Your anger burn
against Your people whom You have brought out from the land of Egypt with great power and with a
mighty hand?
32:12 “Why should the Egyptians speak, saying, ‘With evil intent He brought them out to kill them in
the mountains and to destroy them from the face of the earth’? Turn from Your burning anger and
change Your mind about doing harm to Your people (fpr5 mygm5y o).
32:13 “Remember (15{) Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, Your servants to whom You swore by Yourself
(72 o7% nyaws AEN), and said to them, ‘I will multiply your descendants (22u71-nx m127x) as the
stars of the heavens, and all this land (7%577 778777537) of which | have spoken | will give to your
descendants o
(22715 10x), and they shall inherit it forever (255 15m37).”
32:14 So Yahweh changed His mind about the harm (7g77~52 717> 2m37) which He said He would do
to His people.

Numbers 14:11-25
14:11 Yahweh said to Moses, “How long will this people spurn Me? And how long will they not believe
in Me, despite all the signs which | have performed in their midst?
14:12 “I will smite them with pestilence and dispossess them (13¢71X1), and | will make you into a
nation greater and mightier than they (321 2331 517377115 F0R Az yR1).”
14:13 But Moses said to Yahweh, “Then the Egyptians will hear of it, for by Your strength You
brought up this people from their midst, 14:14 and they will tell it to the inhabitants of this land. They
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have heard that You, Yahweh, are in the midst of this people (7177 2x77 2722), for You, Yahweh, are
seen eye to eye, while Your cloud stands over them; and You go before them in a pillar of cloud by
day and in a pillar of fire by night.

14:15 “Now if You slay this people as one man, then the nations who have heard of Your fame will
say,

14:16 ‘Because Yahweh could not bring this people into the land which He promised them by oath
(20 vaw Wy 7IRI5N), therefore He slaughtered them in the wilderness.’

14:17 “But now, | pray, let the power of Yahweh be great, just as You have declared,

14:18 ‘Yahweh is slow to anger and abundant in lovingkindness, forgiving iniquity and transgression;
but He will by no means clear the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children to the third
and the fourth generations.’

14:19 “Pardon, | pray, the iniquity of this people according to the greatness of Your lovingkindness,
just as You also have forgiven this people, from Egypt even until now.”

14:20 So Yahweh said, “I have pardoned them according to your word;

14:21 but indeed, as | live, all the earth will be filled with the glory of Yahweh

(PINT027IN T TIZD N

14:22 “Surely all the men who have seen My glory and My signs which | performed in Egypt and in

7:14 “I will be a father to him and he will be a son to Me; when he commits iniquity, | will correct him
with the rod of men and the strokes of the sons of men,
7:15 but My lovingkindness shall not depart from him, as | took it away from Saul, whom | removed
from before you.
7:16 “Your house and your kingdom shall endure before Me forever (Df;ﬁ::"t:]); your throne shall be
established forever (a7iv—1y).””
7:17 In accordance with all these words and all this vision, so Nathan spoke to David.
7:18 Then David the king went in and sat before Yahweh, and he said, “Who am |, O Lord Yahweh,
and what is my house, that You have brought me this far?
7:19 “And yet this was insignificant in Your eyes, O Lord Yahweh, for You have spoken also of the
house of Your servant concerning the distant future. And this is the custom of man, O Lord Yahweh.
7:20 “Again what more can David say to You? For You know Your servant, O Lord Yahweh!
7:21 “For the sake of Your word, and according to Your own heart, You have done all this greatness
to let Your servant know.
7:22 “For this reason You are great, O Lord Yahweh; for there is none like You, and there is no God
besides You, according to all that we have heard with our ears.
7:23 “And what one nation on the earth is like Your people Israel, whom God went to redeem for
Himself as a people and to make a name for Himself, and to do a great thing for You and awesome
things for Your land (737%7), before Your people whom You have redeemed for Yourself from Egypt,
from nations and their gods?
7:24 “For You have established (7115m1) for Yourself Your people Israel as Your own people forever
(Df:ﬂ'::"l:]), and You, Yahweh, have become their God.

7:25 “Now therefore, Yahweh God, the word that You have spoken concerning Your servant and his
house, confirm it forever (Df;i::"u]), and do as You have spoken,
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7:26 that Your name may be magnified forever (Df;i::"r:]), by saying, ‘Yahweh of hosts is God over
Israel’; and may the house of Your servant David be established before You.

7:27 “For You, Yahweh of hosts, the God of Israel, have made a revelation to Your servant, saying, ‘I
will build you a house’; therefore Your servant has found courage to pray this prayer to You.

7:28 “Now, O Lord Yahweh, You are God, and Your words are truth, and You have promised this
good thing to Your servant.

7:29 “Now therefore, may it please You to bless (j721) the house of Your servant, that it may
continue forever (Df;ﬁ::‘?) before You. For You, O Lord Yahweh, have spoken; and with Your blessing
(7m27217) may the house of Your servant be blessed (712°) forever (251v5).”

1 Chronicles 17

17:1 And it came about, when David dwelt in his house,

that David said to Nathan the prophet, “Behold, | am dwelling

in a house of cedar, but the ark of the covenant of Yahweh is under curtains.”
17:2 Then Nathan said to David, “Do all that is in your heart, for God is with you.”

17:6 “In all places where | have walked with all Israel,

have | spoken a word with any of the judges of Israel (5&1‘@)’, "pol),

whom | commanded to shepherd My people, saying,

‘Why have you not built for Me a house of cedar?™”
17:7 “Now, therefore, thus shall you say to My servant David,

‘Thus says Yahweh of hosts, “I took you from the pasture,

from following the sheep, to be leader (7°13) over My people Israel.
17:8 “I have been with you wherever you have gone,

and have cut off all your enemies from before you;

and | will make you a name like the name of the great ones who are in the earth.
17:9 “I will appoint a place for My people Israel, and will plant them,

so that they may dwell in their own place ("5 19/7) and not be moved again;

and the wicked will not waste them anymore as formerly,
17:10 even from the day that | commanded judges to be over My people Israel.

And | will subdue all your enemies. Moreover, | tell you that Yahweh will build a house for you.
17:11 “When your days are fulfilled that you must go to be with your fathers,

that | will set up one of your descendants after you (™8 J2nN),

who will be of your sons; and | will establish his kingdom (im2%m-n% *pizom).
17:12 “He shall build for Me a house, and | will establish his throne forever (Df;iL"ry).
17:13 “I will be his father and he shall be My son;

and | will not take My lovingkindness (*71271) away from him,

as | took it from him who was before you. X
17:14 “But | will settle him in My house and in My kingdom forever (231r777),

and his throne shall be established forever (D:?W"r;').”’”
17:15 According to all these words and according to all this vision, so Nathan spoke to David.
17:16 Then David the king went in and sat before Yahweh and said,

“Who am |, Yahweh God, and what is my house that You have brought me this far?
17:17 “This was a small thing in Your eyes, O God; but You have spoken

of Your servant’s house for a great while to come, and have regarded me

according to the standard of a man of high degree, Yahweh God.
17:18 “What more can David still say to You concerning the honor

bestowed on Your servant? For You know Your servant.
17:19 “Yahweh, for Your servant’s sake, and according to Your own heart,
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You have wrought all this greatness, to make known all these great things.
17:20 “Yahweh, there is none like You, nor is there any God besides You,

according to all that we have heard with our ears.
17:21 “And what one nation in the earth (7782) is like Your people Israel,

whom God went to redeem for Himself as a people,

to make You a name by great and terrible things, in driving out nations

from before Your people, whom You redeemed out of Egypt?
17:22 “For Your people Israel You made Your own people forever (27iv~v),

and You, Yahweh, became their God.
17:23 “Now, Yahweh, let the word that You have spoken concerning Your servant

and concerning his house be established forever (27iv~7r 7;28%), and do as You have spoken.
17:24 “Let Your name be established and magnified forever (Dbiv"r;'),

saying, ‘Yahweh of hosts is the God of Israel, even a God to Israel;

and the house of David Your servant is established before You.’
17:25 “For You, O my God, have revealed to Your servant

that You will build for him a house; therefore Your servant has found courage to pray before You.
17:26 “Now, Yahweh, You are God, and have promised (727n7) this good thing to Your servant.
17:27 “And now it has pleased You to bless the house of Your servant,

that it may continue forever (Df;w?) before You;

for You, Yahweh, have blessed, and it is blessed forever (DZ?W':J%).”

89:48 What man can live and not see death?
Can he deliver his soul from the power of Sheol?
89:49 Where are Your former lovingkindnesses, O Lord,
Which You swore (nv2%1) to David in Your faithfulness?
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89:50 Remember, O Lord, the reproach of Your servants;

How | bear in my bosom the reproach of all the many peoples,
89:51 With which Your enemies have reproached, Yahweh,

With which they have reproached the footsteps of Your anointed.
89:52 Blessed be Yahweh forever (2%iy5 m117 7172)!

And the government will rest on His shoulders;
And His name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God,
Eternal Father, Prince of Peace. i
9:7 There will be no end (7271"8) to the increase of His government or of peace (2iow71 miwnm),
On the throne of David and over his kingdom,
To establish it and to uphold it with justice and righteousness
From then on and forevermore (2%iv—1v1 nwn).
The zeal of Yahweh of hosts will accomplish this.

Isaiah 10:20-23
10:20 Now in that day (X177 21°2) the remnant of Israel (58717 =N),
and those of the house of Jacob who have escaped, will never
again rely on the one who struck them,
but will truly rely on Yahweh, the Holy One of Israel.
10:21 A remnant will return, the remnant of Jacob (2217 =Ny 21 98Y), to the mighty God.
10:22 For though your people, O Israel, may be like the sand of the sea,
Only a remnant within them will return (12 232 28Y);
A destruction is determined, overflowing with righteousness.
10:23 For a complete destruction, one that is decreed,
Adonai Yahweh of hosts will execute in the midst of the whole land (787752 27232).

Isaiah 11-12
Is. 11:1 Then a shoot will spring from the stem of Jesse,
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And a branch from his roots will bear fruit.
11:2 The Spirit of Yahweh will rest on Him,
The spirit of wisdom and understanding,
The spirit of counsel and strength,
The spirit of knowledge and the fear of Yahweh.
11:3 And He will delight in the fear of Yahweh,
And He will not judge by what His eyes see,
Nor make a decision by what His ears hear;
11:4 But with righteousness He will judge the poor,
And decide with fairness for the afflicted of the earth;
And He will strike the earth with the rod of His mouth,
And with the breath of His lips He will slay the wicked.

The nations will resort to the root of Jesse,
Who will stand as a signal for the peoples;
And His resting place will be glorious.
11:11 Then it will happen on that day (X377 22 1°71) that the Lord
Will again recover the second time with His hand
The remnant of His people, who will remain (INZ? W8 Y INEIN),
From Assyria, Egypt, Pathros, Cush, Elam, Shinar, Hamath,
And from the islands of the sea.
11:12 And He will lift up a standard for the nations
And assemble the banished ones of Israel (7877 *1773 7ENY),
And will gather the dispersed of Judah (727 737 nisD)
From the four corners of the earth (Y87 ni212 227I8D).
11:13 Then the jealousy of Ephraim will depart,
And those who harass Judah will be cut off;
Ephraim will not be jealous of Judah,
And Judah will not harass Ephraim.
11:14 They will swoop down on the slopes of the Philistines on the west;
Together they will plunder the sons of the east;
They will possess Edom and Moab,
And the sons of Ammon will be subject to them.
11:15 And Yahweh will utterly destroy (2°71717)
The tongue of the Sea of Egypt;
And He will wave His hand over the River
With His scorching wind;
And He will strike it into seven streams
And make men walk over dry-shod.
11:16 And there will be a highway from Assyria
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For the remnant of His people who will be left (T8g" =wx By x8wb),

Just as there was for Israel

In the day that they came up out of the land of Egypt.
Is. 12:1 Then you will say on that day (X771 21°2),

“I will give thanks to You, Yahweh;

For although You were angry with me,

Your anger is turned away,

And You comfort me.
12:2 “Behold, God is my salvation ("nyaz S8 m13m),

[ will trust (M22R) and not be afraid,;

For Yah Yahweh is my strength and song,

And He has become my salvation (myw~> “5711).”
12:3 Therefore you will joyously draw water

From the springs of salvation.
12:4 And in that day (N1 21°2) you will say,

“Give thanks to Yahweh, call on His name.

Make known His deeds among the peoples;

Make them remember that His name is exalted.”
12:5 Praise Yahweh in song, for He has done excellent things;

Let this be known throughout the earth (787~522).
12:6 Cry aloud and shout for joy, O inhabitant of Zion,

For great in your midst is the Holy One of Israel.

Isaiah 30:18-26
30:18 Therefore Yahweh longs to be gracious to you,
And therefore He waits on high to have compassion on you.
How blessed are all those who long for Him.
30:19 O people in Zion, inhabitant in Jerusalem, you will weep no longer.
He will surely be gracious to you at the sound of your cry;
when He hears it, He will answer you.
30:20 Although the Lord has given you bread of privation and water of oppression,
He, your Teacher will no longer hide Himself, but your eyes will behold your Teacher.
30:21 Your ears will hear a word behind you, “This is the way, walk in it,”
whenever you turn to the right or to the left.
30:22 And you will defile your graven images overlaid with silver,
and your molten images plated with gold. You will scatter them
as an impure thing, and say to them, “Be gone!”

30:26 The light of the moon will be as the light of the sun,
and the light of the sun will be seven times brighter,
like the light of seven days, on the day Yahweh binds up
the fracture of His people and heals the bruise He has inflicted.

32:8 But the noble man devises noble plans;
And by noble plans he stands.
32:9 Rise up, you women who are at ease,
And hear my voice;
Give ear to my word,
You complacent daughters.
32:10 Within a year and a few days
You will be troubled, O complacent daughters;
For the vintage is ended,
And the fruit gathering will not come.
32:11 Tremble, you women who are at ease;
Be troubled, you complacent daughters;
Strip, undress and put sackcloth on your waist,
32:12 Beat your breasts for the pleasant fields, for the fruitful vine,
32:13 For the land of my people in which thorns and briars shall come up;
Yea, for all the joyful houses and for the jubilant city.
32:14 Because the palace has been abandoned, the populated city forsaken.
Hill and watch-tower have become caves forever (D‘?iﬂ"r;'),
A delight for wild donkeys, a pasture for flocks;
32:15 Until the Spirit is poured out upon us from on high,
And the wilderness becomes a fertile field,
And the fertile field is considered as a forest.
32:16 Then justice will dwell in the wilderness
And righteousness will abide in the fertile field.
32:17 And the work of righteousness will be peace, X
And the service of righteousness, quietness and confidence forever (2%iry).
32:18 Then my people will live in a peaceful habitation,
And in secure dwellings and in undisturbed resting places;
32:19 And it will hail when the forest comes down,
And the city will be utterly laid low.
32:20 How blessed will you be, you who sow beside all waters,
Who let out freely the ox and the donkey.

Isaiah 35
35:1 The wilderness and the desert will be glad,
And the Arabah will rejoice and blossom;
Like the crocus
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35:2 It will blossom profusely
And rejoice with rejoicing and shout of joy.
The glory of Lebanon will be given to i,
The majesty of Carmel and Sharon.
They will see the glory of Yahweh,
The majesty of our God.
35:3 Encourage the exhausted, and strengthen the feeble.
35:4 Say to those with anxious heart,
“Take courage, fear not.
Behold, your God will come with vengeance;

35:5 Then the eyes of the blind will be opened
And the ears of the deaf will be unstopped.
35:6 Then the lame will leap like a deer,
And the tongue of the mute will shout for joy.
For waters will break forth in the wilderness
And streams in the Arabah.
35:7 The scorched land will become a pool
And the thirsty ground springs of water;
In the haunt of jackals, its resting place,
Grass becomes reeds and rushes.
35:8 A highway will be there, a roadway,
And it will be called the Highway of Holiness.
The unclean will not travel on it,
But it will be for him who walks that way,
And fools will not wander on it.
35:9 No lion will be there,
Nor will any vicious beast go up on it;
These will not be found there.
But the redeemed will walk there,
35:10 And the ransomed of Yahweh will return (32 73717 *#1127)
And come with joyful shouting to Zion,
With everlasting joy upon their heads.
They will find gladness and joy,
And sorrow and sighing will flee away.

42:7 To open blind eyes,
To bring out prisoners from the dungeon
And those who dwell in darkness from the prison.
42:8 “l am Yahweh, that is My name;
| will not give My glory to another,
Nor My praise to graven images.
42:9 “Behold, the former things have come to pass,
Now | declare new things;
Before they spring forth | proclaim them to you.”
42:10 Sing to Yahweh a new song,
Sing His praise from the end of the earth (787 132m)!
You who go down to the sea, and all that is in it.
You islands, and those who dwell on them.
42:11 Let the wilderness and its cities lift up their voices,
The settlements where Kedar inhabits.
Let the inhabitants of Sela sing aloud,
Let them shout for joy from the tops of the mountains.
42:12 Let them give glory to Yahweh
And declare His praise in the coastlands.
42:13 Yahweh will go forth like a warrior,
He will arouse His zeal like a man of war.
He will utter a shout, yes, He will raise a war cry.
He will prevail against His enemies.

52:11 Depart, depart, go out from there,
Touch nothing unclean;
Go out of the midst of her, purify yourselves,
You who carry the vessels of Yahweh.
52:12 But you will not go out in haste,
Nor will you go as fugitives;
For Yahweh will go before you,
And the God of Israel will be your rear guard.

53:9 His grave was assigned with wicked men,

Yet He was with a rich man in His death,
Because He had done no violence,
Nor was there any deceit in His mouth.

53:10 But Yahweh was pleased
To crush Him, putting Him to grief;

If He would render Himself as a guilt offering,

He will see His offspring (271),

He will prolong His days,

And the good pleasure of Yahweh will prosper in His hand.

53:11 As a result of the anguish of His soul,

He will see it and be satisfied;

By His knowledge the Righteous One,
My Servant, will justify the many,

As He will bear their iniquities.

53:12 Therefore, | will allot Him a portion with the great,
And He will divide the booty with the strong;
Because He poured out Himself to death,

And was numbered with the transgressors;
Yet He Himself bore the sin of many,
And interceded for the transgressors.

Isaiah 54:1-10

55:9 “For as the heavens are higher (17121) than the earth,
So are My ways higher (3723) than your ways (227377 *277)
And My thoughts than your thoughts (22°n3uiman *pawnmT).
55:10 “For as the rain and the snow come down from heaven,
And do not return there without watering the earth
And making it bear and sprout,
And furnishing seed to the sower and bread to the eater;
55:11 So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth;

56:6 “Also the foreigners who join themselves to Yahweh,
To minister to Him, and to love the name of Yahweh,
To be His servants, everyone who keeps (772%) from profaning the sabbath
And holds fast My covenant;
56:7 Even those | will bring to My holy mountain
And make them joyful in My house of prayer.
Their burnt offerings and their sacrifices will be acceptable on My altar;
For My house will be called a house of prayer for all the peoples (2"prn=227).”
56:8 Adonai Yahweh, who gathers (7227) the dispersed of Israel, declares,
“Yet others | will gather (7228) to them, to those already gathered (1’§;PJ%).”

Isaiah 59:15-21

59:15 Yes, truth is lacking;
And he who turns aside from evil makes himself a prey.
Now Yahweh saw,
And it was displeasing in His sight that there was no justice.

59:16 And He saw that there was no man,
And was astonished that there was no one to intercede;
Then His own arm brought salvation (2¢i71) to Him,
And His righteousness upheld Him.

59:17 He put on righteousness like a breastplate,
And a helmet of salvation (77" ¥2127) on His head;
And He put on garments of vengeance for clothing
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And wrapped Himself with zeal as a mantle.

59:19 So they will fear the name of Yahweh from the west
And His glory from the rising of the sun,
For He will come like a rushing stream
Which the wind of Yahweh drives.
59:20 “A Redeemer will come to Zion,
And to those who turn from transgression in Jacob,” declares Yahweh.
59:21 “As for Me, this is My covenant with them,” says Yahweh: “My Spirit
which is upon you, and My words which | have put in your mouth shall
not depart from your mouth, nor from the mouth of your offspring (1),
nor from the mouth of your offspring’s offspring (¥ ¥71),” says Yahweh,
“from now and forever (25ir—r1 moYn).”

Isaiah 60
60:1 “Arise, shine; for your light has come,
And the glory of Yahweh has risen upon you.
60:2 “For behold, darkness will cover the earth
And deep darkness the peoples;
But Yahweh will rise upon you
And His glory will appear upon you.

They will go up with acceptance on My altar,
And | shall glorify My glorious house.
60:8 “Who are these who fly like a cloud
And like the doves to their lattices?
60:9 “Surely the coastlands will wait for Me;
And the ships of Tarshish will come first,
To bring your sons from afar,
Their silver and their gold with them,
For the name of Yahweh your God,
And for the Holy One of Israel because He has glorified you.
60:10 “Foreigners will build up your walls,
And their kings will minister to you;
For in My wrath | struck you,
And in My favor | have had compassion on you.
60:11 “Your gates will be open continually;
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They will not be closed day or night,
So that men may bring to you the wealth of the nations,
With their kings led in procession.

60:12 “For the nation and the kingdom which will not serve you will perish,
And the nations will be utterly ruined.

60:13 “The glory of Lebanon will come to you,

The juniper, the box tree and the cypress together,
To beautify the place of My sanctuary;
And | shall make the place of My feet glorious.

60:14 “The sons of those who afflicted you will come bowing to you,
And all those who despised you will bow themselves at the soles of your feet;
And they will call you the city of Yahweh,

The Zion of the Holy One of Israel.

60:15 “Whereas you have been forsaken and hated
With no one passing through,
| will make you an everlasting pride,

A joy from generation to generation.

60:16 “You will also suck the milk of nations
And suck the breast of kings;

Then you will know that I, Yahweh, am your Savior

And your Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.
60:17 “Instead of bronze | will bring gold,

And instead of iron | will bring silver,

And instead of wood, bronze,

And instead of stones, iron.

And | will make peace your administrators

And righteousness your overseers.

60:18 “Violence will not be heard again in your land (737%3),
Nor devastation or destruction within your borders;

But you will call your walls salvation, and your gates praise.

60:19 “No longer will you have the sun for light by day,
Nor for brightness will the moon give you light;
But you will have Yahweh for an everlasting light,
And your God for your glory.

60:20 “Your sun will no longer set,
Nor will your moon wane;
For you will have Yahweh for an everlasting light,
And the days of your mourning will be over.

60:21 “Then all your people will be righteous; i
They will possess the land forever (778 17 25ip%),
The branch of My planting,

The work of My hands,
That | may be glorified.

60:22 “The smallest one will become a clan,
And the least one a mighty nation (213y *i13).
I, Yahweh, will hasten it in its time.”

Isaiah 61

61:1 The Spirit of Adonai Yahweh is upon me,
Because Yahweh has anointed (r/7) me
To bring good news to the afflicted;
He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted,
To proclaim liberty to captives
And freedom to prisoners;

61:2 To proclaim the favorable year of Yahweh
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And the day of vengeance of our God;
To comfort all who mourn,
61:3 To grant those who mourn in Zion,
Giving them a garland instead of ashes,
The oil of gladness instead of mourning,
The mantle of praise instead of a spirit of fainting.
So they will be called oaks of righteousness,
The planting of Yahweh, that He may be glorified.
61:4 Then they will rebuild the ancient ruins,
They will raise up the former devastations;
And they will repair the ruined cities,
The desolations of many generations.
61:5 Strangers will stand and pasture your flocks,
And foreigners will be your farmers and your vinedressers.
61:6 But you will be called the priests of Yahweh;
You will be spoken of as ministers of our God.
You will eat the wealth of nations,
And in their riches you will boast.
61:7 Instead of your shame you will have a double portion,
And instead of humiliation they will shout for joy over their portion.
Therefore they will possess a double portion in their land,
Everlasting joy will be theirs.
61:8 For |, Yahweh, love justice,
| hate robbery in the burnt offering;
And | will faithfully give them their recompense
And make an everlasting covenant (22 11°127) with them.
61:9 Then their offspring (271) will be known among the nations,
And their descendants (277°838%7) in the midst of the peoples.
All who see them will recognize them
Because they are the offspring whom Yahweh has blessed (7177 972 »71. o).
61:10 | will rejoice greatly in Yahweh,
My soul will exult in my God;
For He has clothed me with garments of salvation,
He has wrapped me with a robe of righteousness,
As a bridegroom decks himself with a garland,
And as a bride adorns herself with her jewels.
61:11 For as the earth brings forth its sprouts,
And as a garden causes the things sown in it to spring up,
So Adonai Yahweh will cause righteousness and praise
To spring up before all the nations (277752 =132).

Isaiah 62
62:1 For Zion’s sake | will not keep silent,
And for Jerusalem’s sake | will not keep quiet,
Until her righteousness goes forth like brightness,
And her salvation (mp¥zi) like a torch that is burning.
62:2 The nations will see your righteousness,
And all kings your glory;
And you will be called by a new name
Which the mouth of Yahweh will designate.
62:3 You will also be a crown of beauty in the hand of Yahweh,
And a royal diadem in the hand of your God.
62:4 1t will no longer be said to you, “Forsaken,”
Nor to your land (537%57) will it any longer be said, “Desolate”;
But you will be called, “My delight is in her,”
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And your land (727851), “Married”;

For Yahweh delights in you,

And to Him your land (737%7) will be married.
62:5 For as a young man marries a virgin,

So your sons will marry you;

And as the bridegroom rejoices over the bride,

So your God will rejoice over you.
62:6 On your walls, O Jerusalem, | have appointed watchmen;

All day and all night they will never keep silent.

You who remind Yahweh, take no rest for yourselves;
62:7 And give Him no rest until He establishes

And makes Jerusalem a praise in the earth.
62:8 Yahweh has sworn by His right hand and by His strong arm,

“I will never again give your grain as food for your enemies;

Nor will foreigners drink your new wine for which you have labored.”
62:9 But those who garner it will eat it and praise Yahweh;

And those who gather it will drink it in the courts of My sanctuary.
62:10 Go through, go through the gates,

Clear the way for the people;

Build up, build up the highway,

Remove the stones, lift up a standard over the peoples. i
62:11 Behold, Yahweh has proclaimed to the end of the earth (87 TT32758),

Say to the daughter of Zion, “Lo, your salvation comes;

Behold His reward is with Him, and His recompense before Him.”
62:12 And they will call them, “The holy people,

The redeemed of Yahweh”;

And you will be called, “Sought out, a city not forsaken.”

Isaiah 65
65:1 “I permitted Myself to be sought by those who did not ask for Me;
| permitted Myself to be found by those who did not seek Me.
| said, ‘Here am |, here am |,
To a nation which did not call on My name.
65:2 “l have spread out My hands all day long to a rebellious people,
Who walk in the way which is not good, following their own thoughts (27"02%mm T0R),
65:3 A people who continually provoke Me to My face,
Offering sacrifices in gardens and burning incense on bricks;
65:4 Who sit among graves and spend the night in secret places;
Who eat swine’s flesh,
And the broth of unclean meat is in their pots.
65:5 “Who say, ‘Keep to yourself, do not come near me,
For | am holier than you!
These are smoke in My nostrils,
A fire that burns all the day.
65:6 “Behold, it is written before Me, )
| will not keep silent, but | will repay ("Rn%%) (dnod®d);
| will even repay into their bosom,
65:7 Both their own iniquities and the iniquities of their fathers together,” says Yahweh.
“Because they have burned incense on the mountains
And scorned Me on the hills,
Therefore | will measure their former work into their bosom.”
65:8 Thus says Yahweh,
“As the new wine is found in the cluster,
And one says, ‘Do not destroy it, for there is benefit in it,’
So | will act on behalf of My servants
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In order not to destroy all of them.
65:9 “I will bring forth offspring from Jacob (¥ 2Py "nNsi),
And an heir of My mountains from Judabh;
Even My chosen ones shall inherit it,
And My servants will dwell there.
65:10 “Sharon will be a pasture land for flocks,
And the valley of Achor a resting place for herds,
For My people who seek Me.
65:11 “But you who forsake Yahweh,
Who forget My holy mountain,
Who set a table for Fortune,
And who fill cups with mixed wine for Destiny,
65:12 | will destine you for the sword,
And all of you will bow down to the slaughter.
Because | called, but you did not answer;
| spoke, but you did not hear.
And you did evil in My sight
And chose that in which | did not delight.”
65:13 Therefore, thus says Adonai Yahweh,
“Behold, My servants will eat, but you will be hungry.
Behold, My servants will drink, but you will be thirsty.
Behold, My servants will rejoice, but you will be put to shame.
65:14 “Behold, My servants will shout joyfully with a glad heart,
But you will cry out with a heavy heart,
And you will wail with a broken spirit.
65:15 “You will leave your name for a curse to My chosen ones,
And Adonai Yahweh will slay you.
But My servants will be called by another name.
65:16 “Because he who is blessed in the earth (y82 792021)
Will be blessed (77207 by the God of truth;
And he who swears in the earth
Will swear by the God of truth;
Because the former troubles are forgotten,
And because they are hidden from My sight!
65:17 “For behold, | create new heavens and a new earth;
And the former things will not be remembered or come to mind.
65:18 “But be glad and rejoice forever (797>7y) in what | create;
For behold, | create Jerusalem for rejoicing
And her people for gladness.
65:19 “I will also rejoice in Jerusalem and be glad in My people;
And there will no longer be heard in her
The voice of weeping and the sound of crying.
65:20 “No longer will there be in it an infant who lives but a few days,
Or an old man who does not live out his days;
For the youth will die at the age of one hundred
And the one who does not reach the age of one hundred
Will be thought accursed.
65:21 “They will build houses and inhabit them;
They will also plant vineyards and eat their fruit.
65:22 “They will not build and another inhabit,
They will not plant and another eat;
For as the lifetime of a tree, so will be the days of My people,
And My chosen ones will wear out the work of their hands.
65:23 “They will not labor in vain,
Or bear children for calamity;
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For they are the offspring of those blessed by Yahweh (727 71377 2372 v7)),
And their descendants with them (2nX o7"RINEY).

65:24 “It will also come to pass that before they call, | will answer; and while they are still speaking,
| will hear.

65:25 “The wolf and the lamb will graze together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox; and dust will
be the serpent’s food. They will do no evil or harm in all My holy mountain,” says Yahweh.

Isaiah 66
66:1 Thus says Yahweh,

“Your brothers who hate you, who exclude you for My name’s sake,
Have said, ‘Let Yahweh be glorified, that we may see your joy.’
But they will be put to shame.
66:6 “A voice of uproar from the city, a voice from the temple,
The voice of Yahweh who is rendering recompense to His enemies.
66:7 “Before she travailed, she brought forth;
Before her pain came, she gave birth to a boy.
66:8 “Who has heard such a thing? Who has seen such things?
Can a land be born in one day?
Can a nation be brought forth all at once?
As soon as Zion travailed, she also brought forth her sons.
66:9 “Shall | bring to the point of birth and not give delivery?” says Yahweh.
“Or shall | who gives delivery shut the womb?” says your God.
66:10 “Be joyful with Jerusalem and rejoice for her, all you who love her;
Be exceedingly glad with her, all you who mourn over her,
66:11 That you may nurse and be satisfied with her comforting breasts,
That you may suck and be delighted with her bountiful bosom.”
66:12 For thus says Yahweh, “Behold, | extend peace (m’ﬁg‘) to her like ariver,
And the glory of the nations (2711 7i22) like an overflowing stream;
And you will be nursed, you will be carried on the hip and fondled on the knees.
66:13 “As one whom his mother comforts, so | will comfort you;
And you will be comforted in Jerusalem.”
66:14 Then you will see this, and your heart will be glad,
And your bones will flourish like the new grass;
And the hand of Yahweh will be made known to His servants,
But He will be indignant toward His enemies.
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66:15 For behold, Yahweh will come in fire
And His chariots like the whirlwind,

To render His anger with fury,
And His rebuke with flames of fire.

66:16 For Yahweh will execute judgment by fire
And by His sword on all flesh,

And those slain by Yahweh will be many.

66:17 “Those who sanctify and purify themselves to go to the gardens,

Following one in the center,

66:18 “For | know their works and their thoughts; the time is coming to gather all nations and tongues.
And they shall come and see My glory. i

Tarshish, Put, Lud, Meshech, Tubal and Javan, to the distant coastlands that have neither heard
My fame nor seen My glory. And they will declare My glory among the nations.

66:20 “Then they shall bring all your brethren from all the nations as a grain offering to Yahweh, on
horses, in chariots, in litters, on mules and on camels, to My holy mountain Jerusalem,” says
Yahweh, “just as the sons of Israel bring their grain offering in a clean vessel to the house of
Yahweh.

66:21 “I will also take some of them for priests and for Levites,” says Yahweh.

66:22 “For just as the new heavens and the new earth
Which | make will endure (2°7772%) before Me,” declares Yahweh,

“So your offspring and your name will endure (2272%7 22571 THE? 12).

66:23 “And it shall be from new moon to new moon
And from sabbath to sabbath,

All mankind (722772) will come to bow down before Me,” says Yahweh.

Who have transgressed against Me.

And their fire will not be quenched; .

And Jacob will return and will be quiet and at ease,

And no one will make him afraid.

30:11 ‘For | am with you,” declares Yahweh, ‘to save you (7¢"&15);

For | will destroy completely all the nations where | have scattered you,
Only | will not destroy you completely.
But | will chasten you justly
And will by no means leave you unpunished.’
30:12 “For thus says Yahweh,
‘Your wound is incurable
And your injury is serious.
30:13 “There is no one to plead your cause;
No healing for your sore,
No recovery for you.
30:14 ‘All your lovers have forgotten you,
They do not seek you;
For | have wounded you with the wound of an enemy,
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With the punishment of a cruel one,
Because your iniquity is great
And your sins are numerous.
30:15 ‘Why do you cry out over your injury?
Your pain is incurable.
Because your iniquity is great
And your sins are numerous,
| have done these things to you.
30:16 ‘Therefore all who devour you will be devoured;
And all your adversaries, every one of them, will go into captivity;
And those who plunder you will be for plunder,
And all who prey upon you | will give for prey.
30:17 ‘For | will restore you to health
And | will heal you of your wounds,’ declares Yahweh,
‘Because they have called you an outcast, saying:
“It is Zion; no one cares for her.”
30:18 “Thus says Yahweh,
‘Behold, | will restore the fortunes (n72w 227—337) of the tents of Jacob
And have compassion on his dwelling places;
And the city will be rebuilt on its ruin,
And the palace will stand on its rightful place.
30:19 ‘From them will proceed thanksgiving
And the voice of those who celebrate;
And | will multiply them and they will not be diminished;
| will also honor them and they will not be insignificant.
30:20 ‘Their children also will be as formerly,
And their congregation shall be established before Me;
And | will punish all their oppressors.
30:21 ‘Their leader shall be one of them,
And their ruler shall come forth from their midst;
And | will bring him near and he shall approach Me;

For who would dare to risk his life to approach Me?’ declares Yahweh.

30:22 “You shall be My people,
And | will be your God.”
30:23 Behold, the tempest of Yahweh!
Wrath has gone forth,
A sweeping tempest;
It will burst on the head of the wicked.
30:24 The fierce anger of Yahweh will not turn back
Until He has performed and until He has accomplished
The intent of His heart;
In the latter days (27277 n™782) you will understand this.
31:1 “At that time (X777 n¥2),” declares Yahweh, “I will be the God of all
the families of Israel (587" mimon 555%),
and they shall be My people.”

31:8 “Behold, | am bringing them from the north country,
And | will gather them (2'n32721) from the remote parts of the earth,
Among them the blind and the lame,
The woman with child and she who is in labor with child, together;
A great company, they will return here.
31:9 “With weeping they will come,
And by supplication | will lead them;
| will make them walk by streams of waters,
On a straight path in which they will not stumble;
For | am a father to Israel,
And Ephraim is My firstborn.”
31:10 Hear the word of Yahweh, O nations,
And declare in the coastlands afar off,
And say, “He who scattered Israel will gather him (1332727)
And keep him (177%1) as a shepherd keeps his flock.”
31:11 For Yahweh has ransomed Jacob
And redeemed him from the hand of him who was stronger than he.
31:12 “They will come and shout for joy on the height of Zion,
And they will be radiant over the bounty of Yahweh —
Over the grain and the new wine and the oil,
And over the young of the flock and the herd;
And their life will be like a watered garden, i
And they will never languish again (7iy 1an13 12701 85).
31:13 “Then the virgin will rejoice in the dance,
And the young men and the old, together,
For | will turn their mourning into joy
And will comfort them and give them joy for their sorrow.
31:14 “I will fill the soul of the priests with abundance,
And My people will be satisfied with My goodness,” declares Yahweh.
31:15 Thus says Yahweh,

33:13 ‘In the cities of the hill country, in the cities of the lowland, in the cities of the Negev,
in the land of Benjamin, in the environs of Jerusalem and in the cities of Judah,
the flocks will again pass under the hands of the one who numbers them,” says Yahweh.

3:19 “Behold, | am going to deal at that time
With all your oppressors,
| will save the lame (T£5877nN "REiT)
And gather the outcast (Y28 T7737),
And | will turn their shame into praise and renown
In all the earth (yI877723).
3:20 “At that time | will bring you in (2208 N°28 717 ny3),
Even at the time when | gather you together (2208 "322 ny2);
Indeed, | will give you renown and praise
Among all the peoples of the earth (787 “py " 552),
When | restore your fortunes before your eyes (227°¢S 5o gy "212),”
Says Yahweh.

Haggai 2:1-9
2:1 On the twenty-first of the seventh month, the word of Yahweh came by Haggai the prophet
saying,
2:2 “Speak now to Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, governor of Judah, and to Joshua the son of
Jehozadak, the high priest, and to the remnant of the people (2y7 n"INE~7R) saying,
2:3 ‘Who is left among you who saw this temple in its former glory?
And how do you see it now? Does it not seem to you like nothing in comparison?
2:4 ‘But now take courage, Zerubbabel,” declares Yahweh, ‘take courage also,
Joshua son of Jehozadak, the high priest, and all you people of the land (71877 2y~53)
take courage,” declares Yahweh, ‘and work; for | am with you,” declares Yahweh of hosts.
2:5 ‘As for the promise (727771R) which | made you when you came out of Egypt,
My Spirit is abiding in your midst; do not fear!’
2:6 “For thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘Once more in a little while, | am going
to shake the heavens and the earth, the sea also and the dry land.
2:7 ‘1 will shake all the nations; and they will come with the wealth of all nations,
and | will fill this house with glory,” says Yahweh of hosts.
2:8 ‘The silver is Mine and the gold is Mine,’ declares Yahweh of hosts.
2:9 ‘The latter glory of this house will be greater than the former,’
says Yahweh of hosts, ‘and in this place | will give peace (217t 1nX),” declares Yahweh of hosts.”

Zechariah 2
2:1 Then | lifted up my eyes and looked, and behold,
there was a man with a measuring line in his hand.
2:2 So | said, “Where are you going?” And he said to me,
“To measure Jerusalem, to see how wide it is and how long it is.”
2:3 And behold, the angel who was speaking with me was going out,
and another angel was coming out to meet him,
2:4 and said to him, “Run, speak to that young man, saying, ‘Jerusalem
will be inhabited without walls because of the multitude of men and cattle within it.
2:5 ‘For I,” declares Yahweh, ‘will be a wall of fire around her, and | will be the glory in her midst.”
2:6 “Ho there! Flee from the land of the north,” declares Yahweh,
“for | have dispersed you as the four winds of the heavens,” declares Yahweh.
2:7 “Ho, Zion! Escape, you who are living with the daughter of Babylon.”
2:8 For thus says Yahweh of hosts, “After glory He has sent Me against the nations
which plunder you, for he who touches you, touches the apple of His eye.
2:9 “For behold, | will wave My hand over them so that they will be plunder for their slaves.
Then you will know that Yahweh of hosts has sent Me.
2:10 “Sing for joy and be glad, O daughter of Zion; for behold | am coming
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and | will dwell in your midst (72102 *n12¢7),” declares Yahweh.
2:11 “Many nations will join themselves to Yahweh in that day (X177 2132)
and will become My people. Then | will dwell in your midst (72102 *nisth),
and you will know that Yahweh of hosts has sent Me to you. i N
2:12 *Yahweh will possess Judah as His portion in the holy land (27 278 22 P70),
and will again choose Jerusalem (27772 iy m31).
2:13 “Be silent, all flesh, before Yahweh; for He is aroused from His holy habitation (/72 1ivman).”

Zechariah 3:8-10
3:8 ‘Now listen, Joshua the high priest, you and your friends who are sitting in front of you —
indeed they are men who are a symbol, for behold, | am going to bring in My servant the Branch.
3:9 ‘For behold, the stone that | have set before Joshua; on one stone are seven eyes.
Behold, | will engrave an inscription on it,” declares Yahweh of hosts,
‘and | will remove the iniquity of that land in one day (T8 2172 N"II77INT IY7OR "AEDI).
3:10 ‘In that day (X317 21°2),’ declares Yahweh of hosts, ‘every one of you
will invite his neighbor to sit under his vine and under his fig tree.”

Zechariah 8

8:1 Then the word of Yahweh of hosts came, saying,

8:2 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘| am exceedingly jealous for Zion, yes,
with great wrath | am jealous for her.’ o

8:3 “Thus says Yahweh, ‘I will return to Zion (173778 "nav)
and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem (35177 7in2 "RIowY).

Then Jerusalem will be called the City of Truth (nia87~),
and the mountain of Yahweh of hosts will be called the Holy Mountain (Z727 77).

8:4 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘Old men and old women will again sit
in the streets of Jerusalem, each man with his staff in his hand because of age.

8:5 ‘And the streets of the city will be filled with boys and girls playing in its streets.’

8:6 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘If it is too difficult (X727) in the sight
of the remnant of this people in those days (2777 2772 1T oy N™INY),
will it also be too difficult (N%@f) in My sight?’ declares Yahweh of hosts.

Zech. 8:7 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘Behold, | am going to save My people ("pr—nx ¥/ =337)
from the land of the east and from the land of the west;

8:8 and | will bring them back (2n& *nx27) and
they will live in the midst of Jerusalem (25w Tin2 135¢);
and they shall be My people, and | will be their God in truth and righteousness (727321 n83).’

8:9 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘Let your hands be strong,
you who are listening in these days (7787 0°2°2) to these words
from the mouth of the prophets, those who spoke in the day
that the foundation of the house of Yahweh of hosts was laid,
to the end that the temple might be built.

8:10 ‘For before those days (2771 27271 "5 °3) there was no wage for man or any wage for animal;
and for him who went out or came in there was no peace because of his enemies,
and | set all men one against another.

8:11 ‘But now | will not treat the remnant of this people (M7 oym mmIx8wb)
as in the former days (2°1&'R77 07272),” declares Yahweh of hosts.

8:12 ‘For there will be peace for the seed (2i%%m ¥17"2): the vine will yield its fruit,
the land (y7%17) will yield its produce and the heavens will give their dew;
and | will cause the remnant of this people to inherit (717 2y AraNG I8 *H5mITY)
all these things (ToN"527118).

8:13 ‘It will come about that just as you were a curse among the nations (212 nfﬁ?p),
O house of Judah and house of Israel, so | will save you (2208 ¢HiN 12)
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that you may become a blessing (7272 25771). Do not fear; let your hands be strong.’
8:14 “For thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘Just as | purposed to do harm to you (255 »=m% "7/Am1 =EiND)
when your fathers provoked Me to wrath,’
says Yahweh of hosts, ‘and | have not relented (“nmmi 857),
8:15 so | have again purposed in these days (TN 27272 “maid *nag 12)
to do good (:’p’n‘?) to Jerusalem and to the house of Judah. Do not fear!
8:16 ‘These are the things which you should do:
speak the truth to one another;
judge with truth and judgment for peace (w2 m"fr.j v NPY) in your gates.
8:17 ‘Also let none of you devise (W:Ljrjm‘%lk_{) evil in your heart against another,
and do not love perjury (7% nyaw); for all these are what | hate,” declares Yahweh.”
8:18 Then the word of Yahweh of hosts came to me, saying,
8:19 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘The fast of the fourth, the fast of the fifth,
the fast of the seventh and the fast of the tenth months
will become joy, gladness, and cheerful feasts for the house of Judah;
so love truth and peace (12778 21551 MR,
8:20 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘It will yet be that peoples will come (2°z 122 TR L),
even the inhabitants of many cities (1127 2"y "2u).
8:21 ‘The inhabitants of one will go to another, saying, o
“Let us go at once to entreat the favor of Yahweh (7i7* *327n% 1i51%),
and to seek Yahweh of hosts; | will also go.” _
8:22 ‘So many peoples and mighty nations will come (2*18y Qi1 227 Q7Y 1N27)
to seek Yahweh of hosts in Jerusalem and to entreat the favor of Yahweh (777" “3271% nim53).
8:23 “Thus says Yahweh of hosts, ‘In those days (7 2°372) ten men
from all the nations (2iam mists Som)
will grasp the garment of a Jew (™31 &% 9323),
saying, “Let us go with you, for we have heard that God is with you (2272 D’ﬁ‘?;g).””’

Zechariah 9:1-10:1
9:1 The burden of the word of Yahweh is against the land of Hadrach,
with Damascus as its resting place (for the eyes of men, especially
of all the tribes of Israel (5871 *pay 557), are toward Yahweh),
9:2 And Hamath also, which borders on it;
Tyre and Sidon, though they are very wise (R 7227 *2).
9:3 For Tyre built herself a fortress
And piled up silver like dust,
And gold like the mire of the streets.
9:4 Behold, the Lord will dispossess her (73¢1)
And cast her wealth into the sea;
And she will be consumed with fire.
9:5 Ashkelon will see it and be afraid.
Gaza too will writhe in great pain;
Also Ekron, for her expectation has been confounded.
Moreover, the king will perish from Gaza,
And Ashkelon will not be inhabited.
9:6 And a mongrel race will dwell (77272 2g/71) in Ashdod,
And | will cut off the pride of the Philistines.
9:7 And | will remove their blood from their mouth
And their detestable things from between their teeth.
Then they also will be a remnant for our God (13771787 X17723 "NE1),
And be like a clan in Judah,
And Ekron like a Jebusite.
9:8 But | will camp around My house because of an army,
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Because of him who passes by and returns;
And no oppressor will pass over them anymore (71¥),
For now | have seen with My eyes.
9:9 Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion!
Shout in triumph, O daughter of Jerusalem!
Behold, your king is coming to you;
He is just and endowed with salvation (X%71 pg/in P*73),
Humble, and mounted on a donkey,
Even on a colt, the foal of a donkey.
9:10 1 will cut off the chariot from Ephraim
And the horse from Jerusalem;
And the bow of war will be cut off. o
And He will speak peace to the nations (=727 2i7¢ =271);
And His dominion will be from sea to sea (2-1y o ouin),
And from the River to the ends of the earth (y8™028™7Y 27207).

9:11 As for you also, because of the blood of My covenant with you (7" 272712),
| have set your prisoners free from the waterless pit (12 27 1'% 7121).
9:12 Return to the stronghold, O prisoners who have the hope (71207 *7"9N);

This very day (2¥7723) | am declaring that | will restore (2°%'x) double to you.
9:13 For | will bend Judah as My bow,
| will fill the bow with Ephraim.
And | will stir up your sons, O Zion, against your sons, O Greece;
And | will make you like a warrior’s sword.
9:14 Then Yahweh will appear over them,
And His arrow will go forth like lightning;
And Adonai Yahweh will blow the trumpet,
And will march in the storm winds of the south.
9:15 Yahweh of hosts will defend them.
And they will devour and trample on the sling stones;
And they will drink and be boisterous as with wine;
And they will be filled like a sacrificial basin,
Drenched like the corners of the altar.
9:16 And Yahweh their God will save them in that day (8777 2972 ooy "Y1 owewim)
As the flock of His people;
For they are as the stones of a crown,
Sparkling in His land (1n21875%).
9:17 For what comeliness and beauty will be theirs!
Grain will make the young men flourish, and new wine the virgins.
10:1 Ask rain from Yahweh at the time of the spring rain —
Yahweh who makes the storm clouds;
And He will give them showers of rain, vegetation in the field to each man.

Zechariah 10:2-12
10:2 For the teraphim speak iniquity,
And the diviners see lying visions
And tell false dreams;
They comfort in vain.
Therefore the people wander like sheep,
They are afflicted, because there is no shepherd.
10:3 “My anger is kindled against the shepherds,
And | will punish the male goats;
For Yahweh of hosts has visited His flock, the house of Judah,
And will make them like His majestic horse in battle.
10:4 “From them will come the cornerstone,
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From them the tent peg,
From them the bow of battle,
From them every ruler, all of them together.
10:5 “They will be as mighty men,
Treading down the enemy in the mire of the streets in battle;
And they will fight, for Yahweh will be with them;
And the riders on horses will be put to shame.
10:6 “I will strengthen the house of Judah,
And | will save the house of Joseph (y*&ix Hof* m"2~n),
And | will bring them back (2 ni2g/i77),
Because | have had compassion on them;
And they will be as though | had not rejected them,
For | am Yahweh their God and | will answer them.
10:7 “Ephraim will be like a mighty man,
And their heart will be glad as if from wine;
Indeed, their children will see it and be glad,
Their heart will rejoice in Yahweh.
10:8 “I will whistle for them to gather them together (23272X)),
For | have redeemed them (2°0"72 "2);
And they will be as numerous as they were before.
10:9 “When | scatter them among the peoples,
They will remember Me in far countries,
And they with their children will live and come back (12¢/7).
10:10 “I will bring them back (2 ni2°¢/71) from the land of Egypt
And gather them (23228) from Assyria;
And | will bring them (28°28) into the land of Gilead and Lebanon
Until no room can be found for them.
10:11 “And they will pass through the sea of distress (793 2°2)
And He will strike the waves in the sea,
So that all the depths of the Nile will dry up;
And the pride of Assyria will be brought down
And the scepter of Egypt will depart.
10:12 “And | will strengthen them in Yahweh,
And in His name they will walk,” declares Yahweh.

Zechariah 12:1-13:6
12:1 The burden of the word of Yahweh concerning Israel. Thus declares Yahweh
who stretches out the heavens, lays the foundation of the earth,
and forms the spirit of man within him,
12:2 “Behold, | am going to make Jerusalem a cup
that causes reeling to all the peoples around;
and when the siege is against Jerusalem, it will also be against Judah.
12:3 “It will come about in that day (X377721°2) that | will make Jerusalem
a heavy stone for all the peoples; all who lift it will be severely injured.
And all the nations of the earth will be gathered against it (787 "2 52 775y 100837).
12:4 “In that day (Xa7721°2),” declares Yahweh, “I will strike every horse
with bewilderment and his rider with madness.
But | will watch over the house of Judah, while | strike every horse of the peoples with blindness.
12:5 “Then the clans of Judah will say in their hearts,
‘A strong support for us are the inhabitants of Jerusalem through Yahweh of hosts, their God.’
12:6 “In that day (Xa2i°2) | will make the clans of Judah
like a firepot among pieces of wood and a flaming torch among sheaves,
so they will consume on the right hand and on the left all the surrounding peoples,
while the inhabitants of Jerusalem again dwell on their own sites in Jerusalem.
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12:7 “Yahweh also will save the tents of Judah first,
so that the glory of the house of David and the glory of the inhabitants
of Jerusalem will not be magnified above Judah.

12:8 “In that day (Xa72i"2) Yahweh will defend the inhabitants of Jerusalem,
and the one who is feeble among them in that day (X3m772i°2) will be like David,
and the house of David will be like God, like the angel of Yahweh before them.

12:9 “And in that day (Xa1772172) | will set about to destroy
all the nations that come against Jerusalem.

12:10 “I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem,
the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will look on Me whom they have pierced;
and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son,
and they will weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn.

12:11 “In that day (X1777721°2) there will be great mourning in Jerusalem,
like the mourning of Hadadrimmon in the plain of Megiddo.

12:12 “The land (77%:7) will mourn, every family by itself;
the family of the house of David by itself and their wives by themselves;
the family of the house of Nathan by itself and their wives by themselves;

12:13 the family of the house of Levi by itself and their wives by themselves;
the family of the Shimeites by itself and their wives by themselves;

12:14 all the families that remain, every family by itself and their wives by themselves.

Zech. 13:1 “In that day (R31772172) a fountain will be opened for the house of David
and for the inhabitants of Jerusalem, for sin and for impurity.

13:2 “It will come about in that day (X1177721"2),” declares Yahweh of hosts,

“that | will cut off the names of the idols from the land (y7%1772),
and they will no longer be remembered;
and | will also remove the prophets and the unclean spirit from the land (y8777).

13:3 “And if anyone still prophesies, then his father and mother
who gave birth to him will say to him, “You shall not live, for you have spoken
falsely in the name of Yahweh’; and his father and mother
who gave birth to him will pierce him through when he prophesies.

13:4 “Also it will come about in that day (Xim772i"2)
that the prophets will each be ashamed of his vision when he prophesies,
and they will not put on a hairy robe in order to deceive;

13:5 but he will say, ‘l am not a prophet; | am a tiller of the ground,
for a man sold me as a slave in my youth.’

13:6 “And one will say to him, ‘What are these wounds between your arms?’

Then he will say, ‘Those with which | was wounded in the house of my friends.’

Zechariah 13:7-9

13:7 “Awake, O sword, against My Shepherd,
And against the man, My Associate [the man of My community],”
Declares Yahweh of hosts.
“Strike the Shepherd that the sheep may be scattered;
And | will turn My hand against the little ones.

13:8 “It will come about in all the land (y%77523),”
Declares Yahweh,
“That two parts in it will be cut off and perish;
But the third will be left in it.

13:9 “And | will bring the third part through the fire,
Refine them as silver is refined,
And test them as gold is tested.
They will call on My name,
And | will answer them;
| will say, “They are My people,’
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And they will say, ‘Yahweh is my God.

Zechariah 14

14:1 Behold, a day is coming for Yahweh when the spoil taken from you will be divided among you.
14:2 For | will gather all the nations against Jerusalem (D,?Ljﬁ';“?g oriaTTOD TN Wﬁ;ogﬂ) to battle,

and the city will be captured, the houses plundered, the women ravished

and half of the city exiled, but the rest of the people will not be cut off from the city.
14:3 Then Yahweh will go forth and fight against those nations, as when He fights on a day of battle.
14:4 In that day (X11772i1°2) His feet will stand on the Mount of Olives,

which is in front of Jerusalem on the east;

and the Mount of Olives will be split in its middle from east to west

by a very large valley, so that half of the mountain

will move toward the north and the other half toward the south.
14:5 You will flee by the valley of My mountains, for the valley

of the mountains will reach to Azel; yes, you will flee just as you fled

before the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of Judah. i

Then Yahweh, my God, will come, and all the holy ones with Him (a2 2'¢92722)!
14:6 In that day (X177721°2) there will be no light; the luminaries will dwindle.
14:7 For it will be a unique day which is known to Yahweh,

neither day nor night, but it will come about that at evening time there will be light.
14:8 And in that day (XI772°2) living waters will flow out of Jerusalem,

half of them toward the eastern sea and the other half toward the western sea;

it will be in summer as well as in winter.
14:9 And Yahweh will be king over all the earth (y87"5275p);

in that day (%3771 2i*2) Yahweh

will be the only one, and His name the only one.
14:10 All the land (y787722) will be changed into a plain

from Geba to Rimmon south of Jerusalem; but Jerusalem will rise

and remain on its site from Benjamin’s Gate as far as the place

of the First Gate to the Corner Gate, and from the Tower of Hananel to the king’s wine presses.
14:11 People will live in it, and there will no longer be a curse,

for Jerusalem will dwell in security (M227 S2¢177 m2w7).
14:12 Now this will be the plague with which Yahweh will strike

all the peoples who have gone to war against Jerusalem;

their flesh will rot while they stand on their feet, and their eyes

will rot in their sockets, and their tongue will rot in their mouth.
14:13 It will come about in that day (%3771 2i"2) that a great panic from Yahweh

will fall on them; and they will seize one another’s hand,

and the hand of one will be lifted against the hand of another.
14:14 Judah also will fight at Jerusalem; and the wealth of all

the surrounding nations will be gathered, gold and silver and garments in great abundance.
14:15 So also like this plague will be the plague on the horse,

the mule, the camel, the donkey and all the cattle that will be in those camps.
14:16 Then it will come about that any who are left of all the nations (2*27~521)

that went against Jerusalem will go up from year to year to worship (nﬁqmgﬁm‘?)

the King, Yahweh of hosts, and to celebrate the Feast of Booths (niem amns 2751).
14:17 And it will be that whichever of the families of the earth (v ninswn nXm)

does not go up to Jerusalem to worship the (niawT%) King, Yahweh of hosts,

there will be no rain on them.
14:18 If the family of Egypt (27137 nnswin-ox7) does not go up or enter,

then no rain will fall on them; it will be the plague with which

Yahweh smites the nations who do not go up to celebrate the Feast of Booths.
14:19 This will be the punishment of Egypt, and the punishment of all the nations

who do not go up to celebrate the Feast of Booths.
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14:20 In that day (%3777 2i"2) there will be inscribed on the bells
of the horses, “HOLY TO THE LORD (711777 %772).” And the cooking pots
in Yahweh'’s house will be like the bowls before the altar.
14:21 Every cooking pot in Jerusalem and in Judah will be
holy to Yahweh of hosts; and all who sacrifice will come
and take of them and boil in them. And there will no longer
be a Canaanite in the house of Yahweh of hosts in that day (X377 o172).

Malachi 3-4

3:1 “Behold, | am going to send My messenger (*>%51), and he will
clear the way before Me. And the Lord, whom you seek, will suddenly
come to His temple; and the messenger of the covenant (727 R5M3),
in whom you delight, behold, He is coming,” says Yahweh of hosts.
3:2 “But who can endure the day of His coming? And who can stand
when He appears? For He is like a refiner’s fire and like fullers’ soap.
3:3 “He will sit as a smelter and purifier of silver, and He will
purify the sons of Levi and refine them like gold and silver,
so that they may present to Yahweh offerings in righteousness.
3:4 “Then the offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasing to Yahweh
as in the days of old and as in former years.
3:5 “Then | will draw near to you for judgment; and | will be a
swift witness against the sorcerers and against the adulterers
and against those who swear falsely, and against those who
oppress the wage earner in his wages, the widow and the orphan,
and those who turn aside the alien and do not fear Me,” says Yahweh of hosts.
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3:6 “For I, Yahweh, do not change; therefore you, O sons of Jacob, are not consumed.

3:7 “From the days of your fathers you have turned aside
from My statutes and have not kept them (i X57).
Return to Me, and | will return to you (22°5% m27int *o8 121),”
says Yahweh of hosts. “But you say, ‘How shall we return?’
3:8 “Will a man rob God? Yet you are robbing Me! But you say,
‘How have we robbed You?’ In tithes and offerings.
3:9 “You are cursed with a curse, for you are robbing Me, the whole nation of you!
3:10 “Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there
may be food in My house, and test Me now in this,” says Yahweh of hosts,
“if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and
pour out for you a blessing until it overflows.
3:11 “Then | will rebuke the devourer for you, so that it will not
destroy the fruits of the ground; nor will your vine in the field
cast its grapes,” says Yahweh of hosts.
3:12 “All the nations will call you blessed, for you shall be a
delightful land (y2r7 78),” says Yahweh of hosts.
3:13 “Your words have been arrogant against Me,” says Yahweh.
“Yet you say, ‘What have we spoken against You?’
3:14 “You have said, ‘It is vain to serve God; and what profit is it
that we have kept His charge (inagin 12y), and that we
have walked in mourning before Yahweh of hosts?
3:15 ‘So now we call the arrogant blessed; not only are the
doers of wickedness built up but they also test God and escape.”
3:16 Then those who feared Yahweh spoke to one another, and
Yahweh gave attention and heard it, and a book of remembrance
was written before Him for those who fear Yahweh and who esteem His name.
3:17 “They will be Mine,” says Yahweh of hosts, “on the day that
| prepare My own possession (n?_;p), and | will spare them as
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a man spares his own son who serves him.”
3:18 So you will again distinguish between the righteous and the wicked,
between one who serves God and one who does not serve Him.
4:1 “For behold, the day is coming, burning like a furnace;
and all the arrogant and every evildoer will be chaff;
and the day that is coming will set them ablaze,”
says Yahweh of hosts, “so that it will leave them neither root nor branch.”
4:2 “But for you who fear My name, the sun of righteousness will rise
with healing in its wings; and you will go forth and skip about like calves from the stall.
